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All of  our teachers are trained to respond to the  
different needs of  our students, providing appropriate 
levels of  work that also stretch them to achieve  
beyond expectations.

We have brought in several initiatives to promote  
academic excellence, including making English and 
Maths a key part of  tutor time for Year 11 students and 
providing an extra 'period 6' lesson for Year 11 students 
after school. In 2019, over 30 of  our high-ability  
mathematicians opted into the Level 2 Further Maths 
qualification, with 84% achieving a C grade or better.
